e Organisations must be registered in and have operations in New Zealand.

e The innovation, key business or key person must originate from or reside in the Hawke’s Bay
region.

e Uniqueness, impact, scalability, and innovation at every level. Tell us a story about the
problem you’re solving, why your solution is unique, who it is impacting, how well you know
your target market, and what direction is next for you.

e Tell us all about your innovative work and that of individuals that have made a significant or
inspiring contribution to the project or to innovation in general. This is the moment for that
individual or team to shine! You will need to provide the name of one person in the team to
be the main contact who will represent your entry.
